______       Graduate Tuition Scholarships (merit based)

All regular status and provisional status graduate students are eligible (except students with more than 8 hours of incompletes). Scholarships provide tuition remission.

______       Graduate Teaching Assistantships (merit based)

Graduate Teaching Assistantships are awarded by quarter and provide a stipend and tuition remission.  They may be full-time (20 hours work per week) for the whole year or for one or two quarters. EMAD GTAs will be assigned to assist a member of the faculty and may teach their own course after a quarter of training.  Art history GTAs assist a faculty member for a single class.

______      Gallery Assistantship (merit based)

These assistantships require 10 hours of work per week and they provide a stipend and tuition remission for 15 quarter hours. One gallery assistant is chosen from each incoming class and becomes the senior gallery assistant in the second year of the program. Must commit to remaining in this position through the full second year.

______      Visual Media Center Assistantship (merit and skill based)

These assistantships require 10 hours of work per week and they provide a stipend and tuition remission for 15 quarter hours. Students scan images, clean them in Photoshop, do research, and may do some data entry.  Additional work hours are usually available during the summer and breaks for an hourly wage. Experience with Photoshop, databases, and/or scanning preferred.
______        Work Study Positions (need based)

All regular status, full-time graduate students who are U.S. citizens or permanent residents and are not in default on an educational loan are eligible.  The University will automatically allocate work study to those students who are most eligible. It will be up to the student to locate a position.  Please be aware that we have the following positions available in the School of Art and Art History:
