5.  What kinds of outcomes will you expect? In other words, what do you want to accomplish with this pod? (For example: increasing number of Service-Learning classes, creating an interdisciplinary approach to a particular topic or issue, bringing a community garden to campus etc)  

6.  How much money will you need to accomplish your outcomes? Provide a budget and spending timeline.
