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A NEW CERTIFICATE PROGRAM IN JEWISH COMMUNAL SERVICE
What do the Anti-Defamation League, the
New Israel Fund, and Jewish Family Service
share in common?  They all have a shared his-
tory of serving and addressing the diverse
needs of Jewish communities, whether the
need is combating anti-Semitism, fostering
equality and justice in Israel or working with
Jewish families, couples, and children.

It takes skill, sensitivity, and knowledge to
become a leader in the bewildering array of
Jewish organizations that exist today.  Most
professionals working in today's Jewish com-
munities and organizations have extensive
professional training and serve in a variety of
capacities.  They work as therapists and social
workers in clinical settings, non-profit man -
agers, financial and development officers, poli -
cy analysts, media professionals, and cultural
organizers.  Yet few people ever receive any
comprehensive education about what it means
to work in the Jewish community, and how
American Jewish communities and organiza-
tions have evolved and changed over time.
This is surprising, given how much value is
placed on education in Jewish communities on
the one hand, and how complex the Jewish
organizational world has become in the last
few decades on the other. 

To address this dilemma and strengthen the
background of future leaders, The Center for
Judaic Studies, in partnership with the nation -
ally ranked Graduate School of Social Work
(GSSW), is pleased to announce a new academ-
ic Certificate in Jewish Communal Service.
This academic certificate is one of only twelve
similar programs across the country and one of
only two programs between the coasts.

The program consists of two courses taken for
academic credit during the concentration 
year of the graduate MSW program:
Introduction to Jewish Communal Service, and
Leadership and Advocacy in Diverse Jewish
Communities. An internship at a local Jewish
communal agency rounds out the certificate
program so that students can put their theory

and knowledge into social work practice.
Additionally, students will gather throughout
their second year to discuss important profes-
sional development issues presented by local
communal leaders from a range of different
Jewish organizations in the metropolitan area.
Thanks to the generosity of the Graduate
School of Social Work, some key volunteers
and partnering sponsorships with Denver
Jewish organizations, scholarships are avail-
able to a limited number of qualified students
who are accepted into the GSSW program.

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THE IMPORTANCE OF HOLOCAUST EDUCATION
This past year, I have been reminded that we live in amaz-
ing yet tenuous times. The headlines continue to include
Holocaust denial, there has been an increase in anti-semi-
tism, and threats to exterminate the Jewish people through
the destruction of Israel continue to abound. Yet, the first
International Holocaust Awareness Day was observed
throughout the world this past January, Oprah Winfrey
introduced thousands to Elie Wiesel's Night, and teachers
throughout our state continue to choose to teach the
Holocaust every year to their students. 

In Colorado, even without a mandate to teach the Shoah in
schools, education about the Holocaust continues. Last year
alone, members of our Speaker's Bureau, all who volunteer
their time, touched over 3800 students and adults. We sent
Tolerance Trunks to over 20 different schools throughout
the region. We trained another 20 teachers on how to teach
the Holocaust and we offered individualized resources to
countless others interested in perpetuating Holocaust edu-
cation. Remarkably, these requests for resources came from
all corners of the State, as well as Wyoming and New
Mexico. This does not even include the hundreds of individ -
uals who attended our public programs or our Annual
Remembrance & Hope Dinner.   

This coming year we look forward to continuing our work
with teachers through providing them with updated
Tolerance Trunks along with other curricular materials. We
have begun the process of extensively surveying teachers to
understand how we can best suit their needs. In addition,

we are exploring methods to digitize our local speaker's
experiences so that we can share them with future genera-
tions for many years to come. 

We also are very excited to have our own Holocaust
Awareness Institute Scholar-in-Residence, Rachel Jablon. It
has been many years since the University of Denver campus
has had the opportunity to offer our student body an exclu -
sive course on the Holocaust. Rachel, who is currently a
Ph.D. candidate at the University of Maryland, will be
teaching Holocaust Literature during the Fall term, as well
as two sessions of the Holocaust through Film for the Aleph
Institute for Jewish Culture. 

In addition, Dr. David Shneer's summer intensive course
"Genocide in the Twentieth Century" was filled to capacity
and included a teacher from Colorado Springs who took the
course for continuing education credit. 

From the perspective of where I sit today, I see a strong year
planned for the Institute with a number of great initiatives
in the works. While most of us feel trepidation surrounding
international events, we can't forget to continue the great
work and progress that we must make here at home!

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MANY WAYS TO GET INVOLVED AT CJS

Dr. Helen Morris came to CJS after retiring from her career
of 45 years as an academic physician engaged in medical
research and teaching as well as patient care.  She began tak-
ing classes in the late 1990's but her involvement grew and
she has served as a volunteer on the advisory boards of
Rocky Mountain Jewish Historical
Society, the ALEPH Institute for Jewish
Culture, the CJS leadership team, and has
become an advocate for us throughout
the community.  We asked Dr. Morris to
share a little of what she has found dur-
ing her time at CJS.

What brought you to CJS? 
After I retired, I happened to see an ad in
the IJN for a course that was being
offered.  From that moment on I was
hooked!  I have taken several classes
offered by CJS - and a few in other
departments at DU - and have found CJS to
be an especially warm and welcoming aca-
demic home. The faculty at CJS is excellent
and very accommodating in allowing audi -
tors to participate in classroom activities.  I am very grateful
to the Center for making it possible for me to study topics of
Jewish interest that I could not study earlier while I was
pursuing my primary career goals in medicine.

After taking several courses, I felt that I was getting so much
through the classes that I had to give back and I became a vol-
unteer with the Rocky Mountain Jewish Historical Society -
and from there it grew.  My involvement with the ALEPH
Institute for Jewish Culture and the CJS leadership team
developed because I felt what they were offering was so
important for both the University and the community at large. 

What role do you feel CJS fills for the University and the
greater community? 
I think CJS is filling a hunger for Jewish higher education -
that does not exist anywhere else. For me the story is very
personal.  I came from an immigrant family and grew up
believing that Jews had contributed little to American cul -
ture - that they had only been takers.  Although I was

schooled in religious topics, neither my public or religious
education addressed Jewish cultural issues or provided a
perspective of Jewish history relative to world history.
When I had the opportunity to learn about the many ways the
Jewish community had contributed to America and the world,

it greatly increased my pride in my Jewish
heritage.  I think it is very important for
young people to have an understanding of
where they come from and to feel pride in
their own culture. I also feel it is very
important for students of different cultur -
al backgrounds to learn about other
groups.  Education is a tool for compas-
sion, tolerance, and understanding. 

Why do you dedicate your time to CJS
and its Institutes?
I have received so much - being involved
with CJS and having the opportunity to

take classes gave me purpose after retire-
ment.  As a physician involved in research, I
was actively engaged in learning everyday.
After retirement, that disappeared.  I felt lost

and depressed.  CJS helps me stay engaged in a learning
community - it really gave me back my life. 

What would you like to see for the future of CJS? 
I think CJS will continue to fill an important role in adult
Jewish education and cultural awareness throughout
Colorado communities. I would like to see more students
involved in the academic aspects of CJS programs and
become actively engaged in passing on the pride in their
Jewish heritage to future generations.

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FOUR VINNIK SCHOLARSHIPS AWARDED FOR 2006
We were thrilled to have an excellent and diverse pool of
candidates for the 2006 Dr. Irwin E. Vinnik Scholarship for
Advanced Study in Israel, administered by the Center for
Judaic Studies.  Awards were presented to four outstanding
recipients this past spring - Gregg Drinkwater, Dr. Caryn
Aviv, Karen Lerner, and Levi Feero. 

Gregg Drinkwater is the executive director
of Jewish Mosaic: The National Center for
Sexual and Gender Diversity.  As the leader
of an organization that works with a broad
range of Jewish communal leaders on core
issues of inclusion, diversity, respect, and tol-
erance he believes it is important for him to
be deeply knowledgeable about Jewish text,
tradition, and the complex dynamics of the
Jewish world.  Gregg used his Vinnik
Scholarship to attend a three-week summer
program at the Pardes Institute of Jewish
Studies in Jerusalem and extended his study
for a two-week personal intensive with rab -
bis, scholars, and communal leaders working
on many of the same issues. Honored to be a
Vinnik award recipient, Gregg commented
"immersion in Jewish textual study and
learning from a diverse group of scholars will
enhance my knowledge base and will contribute to the
work and teaching I do with Jewish Mosaic here in
Colorado and at the national level."

Dr. Caryn Aviv is a Marsico Lecturer in the Core
Curriculum and affiliated faculty with the Center for Judaic
Studies at the University of Denver with a PhD in Sociology
from Loyola University of Chicago.  She is the author of sev-
eral books and publications including American Queer: Now
and Thenand New Jews: The End of the Jewish Diaspora.Dr.
Aviv used her Vinnik scholarship to begin research for her
next project entitled Peace Camps: National Identity and
Middle East Conflict Resolution Programs for Youth.  This
study examines the origins, implementations, and impact of
two conflict resolution "peace camps" and leadership devel-
opment programs for Israeli and Palestinian adolescents.
The Vinnik Scholarship enabled Dr. Aviv to travel to Israel
and the West Bank to conduct interviews with program

staff and past participants of these conflict resolution camps
as well as observe programs at the Center for Co-Existence
in Jerusalem. Dr. Aviv will integrate the information
obtained from her study in her classes at DU as well as pro-
vide information we will include on our website and in our
next newsletter. 

Karen Lerner is a yoga instructor in Denver
with a strong interest in the Israeli-
Palestinian peace process. She focuses much
of her yoga instruction on examining and
developing her student's ability to manage
violent thoughts or actions that are often
unconsciously thrust onto our surroundings.
She believes that effective yoga practice
teaches tolerance and provides opportuni-
ties for stress reduction, increased compas-
sion and true empathy for others. Karen
studied at the Neve Sha'anan Yoga retreat at
Kibbutz Harel and with Diane Bloomfield
who integrates a Jewish approach to the
study of yoga.  She also spent time at the
Sivananda Studio in Tel Aviv where much of
their work focuses on the connections
between yoga and peace work. Karen plans
to incorporate this new level of practice into

her instruction in Jewish schools, synagogues, and Muslim
temples. 

Levi Feero is currently a senior at Jefferson County Open
School.  Levi spent a semester in Israel in Tichon Ramah
Yerushalayim, a program run by the National Ramah
Commission in New York City designed to connect young
people from around the world. The committee was struck
by what an exceptional young leader Levi is and the role he
plays within his own school in furthering greater under -
standing and tolerance of people of different faiths.  We
have no doubt that Levi will be a powerful young leader
and educator in our community.

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CENTER FOR JUDAIC STUDIES LAUNCHES OUR FIRST EVER DECALOGUE,
PUTTING TEN SCHOLARS IN CONVERSATION

In my own study of Jewish Philosophy and Mysticism, I
have been increasingly struck by the missed opportunities
for dialogue between various communities of scholars. In
regular conference models there are generally tons of great
Jewish Medieval Philosophy, Jewish Modern Philosophy,
and Jewish Mysticism panels, but virtuously no interaction
between the relevant groups of scholars! Working to create
an antidote to this state of affairs, we came up with our
Decalogues idea, and this year's May 15-16 event, "Where is
God?: Tracing the Sacred in Maimonides, Kabbalah, and
Modern Jewish Thought." The idea was simple: Why not
bring together 10 scholars of Judaic Studies from across the
related - but almost always compartmentalized - fields of
medieval and modern Jewish philosophy and Kabbalah,
and talk about an obvious central theme (i.e. God!) in all of
these traditions? To further inspire the most creative space
for discussion, we took it one step further: Why not get rid

of the traditional 'paper presentation' format altogether and
instead host a series of roundtable discussions - a think-tank
format - with some key texts and advance guiding questions
to help steer our path? To round things out, my students
and I (in both my regular and ALEPH classes) energetically
read and prepared for this exciting event, using the books
and articles that the invited scholars have themselves rec-
ommended as our reading list. And as an added bonus to
the preparations, the students and members of the DU and
area communities got to interact with Elliot Wolfson - one of
our Decalogues participants and a world-renowned scholar
of Kabbalah - for an entire week of pre- and post-
Decalogues lectures and discussions. 

The event was a true success, creating conversations across
disciplines that are now recorded permanently on the
Center's website.  In our Decalogues and Wolfson program-
ming for the month of May, we truly hit upon an interdisci -
plinary, cross-textual, interactive approach to the field of
Jewish Thought, and a model that we hope to carry over to
other fields of Jewish Studies in the coming years. Stay
tuned for future conferences that will follow the same inno -
vative format.

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Dr. Jeanne Abrams, professor
and director of the Rocky
Mountain Jewish Historical
Society and Beck Archives at
the Center for Judaic Studies,
has just published one of the
first full accounts of Jewish
women in the American West.
Her new book, Jewish Women
Pioneering the Frontier Trail: A
History in the American West,
portrays the rich history and
contributions Jewish women
made in this new frontier. 

In many ways, the Jewish experience in the West was distinct.
Given the still forming social landscape, beginning with the
1848 Gold Rush, Jews were able to integrate more fully into
local communities than they had in the East.  Jewish women
in the West took advantage of the unsettled nature of the
region to "open new doors" for themselves in the public
sphere in ways often not yet possible elsewhere in the coun-
try.  Women were crucial to the survival of early communities
and made distinct contributions both inside and outside
Jewish communal life. Western Jewish women's level of
involvement at the vanguard of social welfare and progres -

sive reform, commerce, politics and higher education and the
professions is striking given their relatively small numbers.
This engaging work illuminates their pivotal role on the fron -
tier. 

In conjunction with the launch of Dr. Abrams' book, the
Rocky Mountain Jewish Historical Society and Beck Archives
will be curating an exhibit entitled A Legacy of Caring: Jewish
Women of Colorado.  This exhibit, which features Colorado
Jewish women who played a critical role in the growth and
development of Colorado and the Rocky Mountain region,
will be on display at the University of Denver's Chambers
College for Women from October 1- November 30, 2006.
Located at 1901 E. Asbury Avenue, the exhibit can be viewed
from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday through Friday.

Please also join us for a book launch reception and presenta-
tion by Dr. Abrams on Sunday, October 22 at 1 p.m. in the
Garden Room of the DU's Chambers Center for Women at
1901 E. Asbury Avenue.

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FACULTY MILESTONES
Dr. Jeanne Abrams was recently promoted to full professor at
DU. She was a featured guest on Channel 8 with Lakewood
City Mayor, Steve Burkholder.  The topic of discussion focused
on the Jewish Consumptive Relief Society  - one of Lakewood's
most historical sites.  Her new book, Jewish Women Pioneering the
Frontier Trail: A History in the American Westwill be published
this October by New York University Press. Dr. Abrams will
also be teaching a class for the ALEPH Institute for Jewish
Culture during the Fall Quarter entitled "The Jewish Women's
Experience in the Early American West." 

Dr. Caryn Aviv recently published American Queer, Now and
Then(Paradigm Publishers), her third book collaboration with
David Shneer.  She published "Gender and Inequality Within
and Across Jewish Communities" to be included in Israel in
Diaspora Jewish Identities, edited by Danny Ben-Moshe (Sussex
University Press), and will have a review of Gesher Russian
Theater in Israel: A Study of Cultural Colonizationpublished in
Israel Studies Forumin July 2006.  Caryn was awarded a Dr.
Irwin E. Vinnik fellowship to begin interview research in Israel
this summer for her new book project on conflict resolution pro -
grams for Israeli and Palestinian youth.  She also gave presen-
tations this April at the Jewish Funders Network conference, at
the University of Miami, and at the Union of Reform Judaism's
Department of Jewish Family Concerns national meeting.  

In the fall, Caryn will be teaching the first course in the
Certificate in Jewish Communal Service at the Graduate School
of Social Work, and will be working with the Center for Judaic
Studies on the planned "Out in Our Faith" symposium and film
festival, in conjunction with her new Core course "American Queer."  

Dr. Leah Garrett spent her sabbatical year writing a book about
the relationship between Jewish and European literature.  The
year was financed by an ACLS fellowship.  In September, her
edited volume, The Cross and Other Jewish Stories by Lamed
Shapiro will be coming out with Yale University Press.  She is
also working on an article about J. D. Salinger that she has been
invited to contribute to a volume on the Jewish canon in honor
of Ruth Wisse, to be published with Harvard University Press.

Professor Rachel Leah Jablon joins us as a Posen Visiting
Lecturer and Holocaust Awareness Institute Scholar-in-
Residence. Over the past six months, Rachel developed three
courses for the Center for Judaic Studies: "Jewish Identity in the
Diaspora", "Modern Hebrew Literature", and "Holocaust
Literature."  During the winter quarter of 2006, Rachel created a
curriculum based on Frédéric Brenner's photography exhibit
that was used by Denver and Boulder's middle and high school
students and community groups.

Dr. Sarah Pessin enjoyed a sabbatical leave during Fall 2005,
during which time she spent a month in Berlin working on a
Maimonides project exploring the theological and existential
cross-over between medieval and modern Jewish thought. She
dedicated her Winter and Spring to organizing and teaching
preparatory classes for the Center's May 15-16 "Decalogues"
event, "Where is God?: Traces of the Sacred in Maimonides,
Kabbalah, and Modern Jewish Thought." Dr. Pessin was also
selected as a participant in a summer workshop entitled
"Confronting Catastrophe: Jewish Religious Responses to the
Holocaust" with the Center for Advanced Holocaust Studies at
the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum. She also con-
tinues to work with the Honors Program at DU on cross-cam -
pus undergraduate reading groups and related workshops. 

Professor Uri Neil continues to serve as the cantor and
Religious Director of the Jewish Congregation in Cheyenne,
Wyoming.  In this capacity over the last eighteen years, Uri has
worked with the State Governor in planning and conducting
the annual Holocaust Memorial Day ceremony. As minority
and anti-Semitism issues have been of growing concern in
Wyoming, the Anti-Defamation League and B'nai B'rith of the
Rocky Mountain region have requested Uri to serve as a liaison
with Governor Dave Freudenthal's office in developing pro -
grams that will help address these issues.   

Dr. Alison Schofield is currently revising her dissertation for
publication and has recently published a related article,
"Scripts, Scrolls and Textual Communities: Community and
Identity in the Qumran Community Rule" in the journal Dead
Sea Discoveries. She will also be editing an upcoming volume in
the same journal of collected essays in honor of the 60th birth-
day of her mentor, Dr. James VanderKam.  

Dr. David Shneer did a lot of talking, writing and traveling.  In
addition to his hectic lecturing schedule around Denver, he
gave talks at the University of Miami and the international
Jewish Funders Network conference.  This summer, he taught a
course at the National Yiddish Book Center called Yiddish and
the Jewish Underdog and directed a seminar for junior scholars
on Russian Jewish Studies at the University of Illinois.  In addi -
tion to doing research in Moscow and Jerusalem, he also served
as historian-in-residence for Literatour, the first ever Jewish lit-
erary tour of Ukraine, sponsored by the National Yiddish Book
Center.  He also published three book reviews, an article called
"Making a Soviet War Jewish: David Bergelson Writing the
Holocaust in Yiddish", and his book American Queer, Now and
Thenappeared with Paradigm Publishers.
