If you have not done so already, submit a 2007-2008 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). The FAFSA must be submitted to
the U.S. Department of Education Central Processing System by midnight Central time on June 30, 2008. Applications submitted after
this date will not be processed and you will not be eligible for any financial aid for the 2007-2008 academic year.

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TYPES OF SUMMER FINANCIAL AID

FEDERAL PELL GRANT
Federal Pell Grants are awarded to undergraduate students with an annual EFC below $4,110. Award amounts are prorated based on
your actual EFC and can range from $400 to $4,310 annually. Your award will be based on remaining 2007-2008 eligibility.

DU SUMMER GRANT

DU Summer Grants are awarded to traditional undergraduate students who demonstrate financial need. Awards will be offered on a
first-come, first-served basis until funds are exhausted. The award amount is generally equivalent to 3 credit hours. Due to limited
funding, not all undergraduate students attending summer will receive this type of award.

FEDERAL STAFFORD LOAN

The amount and type of Federal Stafford loans you are eligible to borrow each year is limited by federal regulations. If you have
borrowed your annual maximum amount of Federal Stafford loan during the fall, winter and spring terms, you are not eligible for a
Stafford loan during the summer term. Federal Stafford loans may be certified for undergraduate and teacher certificate students
enrolled in at least 6 quarter hours and graduate and graduate certificate students enrolled in at least 4 quarter/semester hours.

The University of Denver is no longer participating in the school-as-lender program. Graduate students who received a 2007-2008
Federal Stafford loan with DU as their lender must select a new lender and sign a new Master Promissory Note (MPN) prior to
receiving a summer loan disbursement. You may select any lender. Currently Collegelnvest purchases all DU as lender loans. If you
wish to continue with Collegelnvest, log in to www.studentloanonline.com to sign a new MPN.
