
 
 

DIRECTIONS TO Josef Korbel School of International Studies – Ben Cherrington Hall 
 
Please take a look at our campus map located at http://www.du.edu/maps/main_nw.html for our building 
location on campus. The University of Denver (DU) is approximately 10 to 15 minutes by car southeast of 
downtown Denver. 
 
DRIVING DIRECTIONS 
 
To reach University Blvd.: 
 
From the EAST (Denver International Airport): 
From the airport, take Pena Blvd. to I-70 West (exit to the left)  
Take I-70 to I-25 South (Exit 274)  
Take I-25 to University Blvd. (Exit 205)  
Turn right on University Blvd.  
You will pass through the following intersections: Buchtel, Asbury, Evans, and Warren (all traffic lights)  
Turn right onto Iliff and proceed to the first stop sign. This is Gaylord Street but there is no street sign at this stop. 
Turn right onto Gaylord and you will find Ben Cherrington Hall, home of the Josef Korbel School of International 
Studies is the first building on your left.  The Josef Korbel Admissions Office is located on the ground floor in Suite 
118.  
 
From the WEST: 
Take I-70 to 6th Avenue East (Exit 261)  
Take 6th Avenue to I-25 South  
Take I-25 to University Blvd. (Exit 205)  
Turn right on University Blvd.  
You will pass through the following intersections: Buchtel, Asbury, Evans, and Warren (all traffic lights)  
Turn right onto Iliff and proceed to the first stop sign. This is Gaylord Street but there is no street sign at this stop. 
Turn right onto Gaylord and you will find Ben Cherrington Hall, home of the Josef Korbel School of International 
Studies, is the first building on your left.  The Josef Korbel Admissions Office is located on the ground floor in 
Suite 118.  
 
From the NORTH and SOUTH: 
Take I-25 to University Blvd. (Exit 205)  
Turn south on University Blvd.  
You will pass through the following intersections: Buchtel, Asbury, Evans, and Warren (all traffic lights)  
Turn right onto Iliff and proceed to the first stop sign. This is Gaylord Street but there is no street sign at this stop. 
Turn right onto Gaylord and you will find Ben Cherrington Hall, home of the Josef Korbel School of International 
Studies, is the first building on your left.  The Josef Korbel Admissions Office is located on the ground floor in 
Suite 118.  
 
PARKING AT JOSEF KORBEL  
Short term/Visitor parking is available in front of our building. There is a parking ticket machine next to our 
building where you will have to purchase a ticket. If you are lucky, you may also find parking on Iliff or surrounding 
roads near Gaylord.

RTD LIGHT RAIL 
Try out our newest mode of public transportation: the Southeast Light Rail!  

 
FROM DOWNTOWN DENVER (Market Street Station, Union Station or the 16th Street Mall) 

 If you are coming from Downtown Denver, you can hop on the south bound light rail any time from 
5:00am – 1:00am. Take the  E, F, G or H lines to University of Denver Station which is north of Buchtel 
Boulevard at High Street (a mere 10 minute walk going South across campus to Josef Korbel).   

 Cost: $1.50 single (much cheaper than a taxi).  More information can be accessed at:

FROM LITTLETON STATION 

 Take the C or D Lines North to Broad way Station then transfer to the SOUTHBOUND E, F, G or H 
Line to University of Denver Station.  

 
FROM DENVER INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT  

 Take the AF bus (located just outside the baggage claim level, on the outermost island of the “Ground 
Transportation” section outside – look for RTD- Public Bus signs).  The cost of this bus is $8 exact 
change only, make sure you ask for a Transfer.  

 Get off at MARKET STREET STATION.  At Market Street Station, exit the South door and walk to the 
island to take the Free 16th Street Mall Shuttle either 1.) East to Stout Street. Get off at Stout Street and take 
the F or H lines to University of Denver Station OR 2.) West to Union Station, take the E line to University 
of Denver Station. 

 
RTD BUS SYSTEM 

FROM DENVER INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT 
 

RTD’s SkyRide bus service is the best way to begin or end any trip to the Denver International Airport, (DIA). 
It’s convenient, reliable and very affordable. For more information, please click the following link:

To get to Denver, take the AF bus (located just outside either East or West baggage claim level, on the 
outermost island of the “Ground Transportation” section outside – look for “RTD- Public Bus” signs).  The 
cost of this bus is $8 (exact change only). Upon boarding, be sure to ask for a “transfer.” Get off at 
MARKET STREET STATION.   
 
To get to DU from Market Street Station, exit the South door and walk to the island to take the Free 16th Street 
Mall Shuttle either 1.) East to Stout Street. Get off at Stout Street and take the F or H Light Rail lines SOUTH 
to University of Denver Station OR 2.) West to Union Station, take the E Light Rail line SOUTH to University 
of Denver Station. Use your transfer ticket you received from the bus so that you do not have to buy a 
ticket on light rail. 
 
FROM OTHER POINTS IN DENVER, BOULDER, FORT COLLINS, NEDERLAND & 
COLORADO SPRINGS 
 
RTD, Front Range Express (FREX) and Greyhound have public transportation connections with surrounding 
cities on Colorado’s Front Range. If you want specific directions and bus stop locations, the RTD trip planner is 
a valuable tool which is found at the following website:   http://www.rtd-denver.com/ .   

 
AIRPORT SHUTTLE SERVICE 
 
Even though RTD bus and light rail is cheaper (see above), there are several other faster, easier options for getting 
to/from the airport. Airport shuttle service providers are located in the main terminal building upon exiting the 
escalators.  
SuperShuttle (www.supershuttle.com) offers $19 one-way service, while  
1st ABC Shuttle Service (www.abcshuttle.com) offers $15 one-way service.

 There are several hotels in proximity to campus. Many offer a discount for visits related to the University of
