Woodstock West film looking for eyewitnesses

Responding to President Nixon’s April 30, 1970 announcement that the US had expanded the Vietnam War into Cambodia, students around the country felt completely betrayed by their government. After all, Nixon had campaigned on a promise to end the war, not escalate it. Nationwide, university buildings were taken over and burned to the ground, clashes with police on campuses were commonplace, violence was everywhere. Perhaps the most infamous ending to a campus protest happened at Kent St. where National Guardsmen opened fire on protesters and bystanders, killing four and wounding nine.

And so it was fairly predictable when more than 1500 University of Denver (DU) students gathered on campus to consider their course of action and shouts of “Burn! Burn! Burn!” rumbled through the crowd like a spring avalanche. Less than predictable was what happened next. Documents state a lone voice broke through the crowd: “Let’s build not burn.”  Thus was born Woodstock West, a nonviolent assemblage of homemade shanties, tents and lean-tos where students built their version of a “peace and freedom university.” 

This protest is the starting point for a new documentary film, Woodstock West: Build Not Burn directed by Associate Professor Sheila E. Schroeder from the newly named Department of Media, Film & Journalism Studies (formerly Mass Communications). Ultimately the project asks users/viewers today the same question the Woodstock West students asked each other then: In what ways am I helping to create a better (read: more peaceful, more creative, more racially just, more environmentally friendly) world? 

The film centers on Woodstock West and will see how this moment in time helped propel the life’s work of those who lived through it. Scholars like Theodore Roszak (The Making of An Elder Culture) hypothesize that with counter culture baby boomers retiring in ever-greater numbers that a new movement toward creating a more compassionate society is in the offing. 

Sheila is currently examining archival material and gathering stories from eyewitnesses who were on campus in May of 1970. Some first-hand stories are available on the film’s website, www.woodstockwestthemovie.com while others have joined the discussion on the film’s facebook page, www.facebook.com/woodstockwest.
