Did you know that in Denver....
Women and children make up 43% of the homeless population
 

More than 40% of people in shelters are working and only 10% of homeless people earn money panhandling.
 

Many working people become homeless after losing a job or experiencing a health-related crisis.
 

Do your part....
Help the homeless in Denver by volunteering for the city's fourth Project Homeless Connect.  The event serves as a one-stop for homeless individuals and families to get needed services-including health care, employment, legal assistance, permanent housing, food, clothing, and Social Security and food-stamp benefits.
 

Hundreds of volunteers are needed to help meet the needs of as many as 1,000 homeless people who will attend the event.  Volunteers will work one-on-one with homeless individuals, accompanying them to needed services.  Other volunteer opportunities include food service, bag check-in, welcome team and registration.

Retiree Interest Groups:  For a long time the Board of Directors has been talking about developing "Interest Groups" within the DU Retiree organization.  After talking with Anita West, our representative to AROHE (Association of Retiree Organizations in Higher Education) and obtaining information from that group, Board members agreed that we should see if you would like us to develop Interest Groups.  The DU Resource Center is already engaged in many activities that are similar to those of other Universities but I thought it would be nice to explore retirees’ interests in developing small groups that shared an interest (e.g. Photography, Book Club, Card Games, Walking, or Cooking, etc.)  The cooking club might even develop a cookbook.  Retirees might be interested in healthier and smaller sized meals and rethink nutritional values.  The Photography group might show pictures they took on trips or have guest speakers explaining different techniques in picture taking, developing and presentation.  I know there are more ideas out there, some better than these, but I thought these ideas might help us to get started thinking and stimulate your interest.
 

The way we envision it, these groups would act independently of the Board but report to the Board with a spokesperson that could provide feedback to the Board and the general membership.  They could also ask for assistance such as the selection of a speaker or a meeting site.  The group would write a brief summary of the activities that could be printed in the newsletter and thus solicit interest among other retirees.
 

We are trying to make your organization a more interesting, productive and helpful place for you to enjoy your retirement years.  We need your help to see first of all if there is an interest in developing these groups and if so selecting groups to start with.  We would definitely like to hear from you with your ideas.
