Over the years, the Resource Center has been active and has thrived with the support of the Benefits  Office of  Human Resources,  and the Special Community Programs Division,  Office of the Provost. As of this fall, the Center is located on the fourth floor of the Mary Reeding Building, Room 425, with the Department of Human Resources. The monthly meeting of the Board  is generally held in the DuPont Room in the Mary Reed Building.

The Board meetings have a focus on aspects of benefits for retirees and with the intent of being informed of changes to health coverage options to existing programs and being involved with policy discussions.
