The Newman Center parking garage is located on South University at Wesley (one block south of Iliff). Jack Pommrehn and Hugh Pote have volunteered to be in the parking area beginning at 1:35 to hand out parking passes.  These are one day passes, which will require you to scratch off the month, date and year and hang it on your rear view mirror so it is visible from the outside.


Should you arrive late and fail to get this pass, you will need to use the parking machine located in the NE corner of the garage.  The charge is $1.00 per hour.  You will need to enter your license plate number in the machine.  Bring crisp $1 bills.

To enter the Newman Center: Take the stairs or elevator to level 2 of the garage and follow the red awning up to the east entrance of the Newman Center.  Proceed inside the building and straight into the Joy Burns Plaza.  The north entrance on Illiff opens into the Joy Burns Plaza.

The webCentral course description is as follows:

PREREQUISITES:   You must know your DU ID number (located in the top left corner of your Pioneer Card) and passcode to participate in this course.  If you are unsure of your passcode, contact Human Resources at 303-871-7420.  DU webCentral provides the DU community with an easy-to-use, secure gateway to online information pertinent to the DU community.  When logged on, webCentral recognizes who you are and presents information specific to your email, calendar, personal announcements and more.  This course is designed to introduce you to this new technology.  The majority of time will be spent learning the email features included within webCentral.

The course description for Beginning Excel 2002 is as follows:

This course will focus on the basics of creating a spreadsheet within Microsoft Excel.  Excel spreadsheets are often used to track numerical data such as budget information.  Concepts to be covered include: Formatting numerical values and text, inserting and deleting rows or columns, creating a simple SUM function, copying formulas, centering titles within a spreadsheet, printing column titles at the top of each page, inserting headers and footers, keeping headings visible while scrolling, and manipulating page breaks.

The classroom is configured so that each person will work at a terminal.  Spouses can share terminals with retirees.
