Kristi Friesen, from University Technology Services has volunteered to hold up to two training classes (two to three hour seminars) per quarter in computer usage for DU retirees.  Several Board Members took training this summer in DU’s new Web Central System (with concentration on email) and an Introduction to Microsoft Work.  Based on Kristi’s experience with us, she has fine-tuned the training and will be giving the same classes this fall.  She can accommodate up to 15 people per class.  Enrollment will be on a first come, first served basis.

The classroom is configured so that each person will work at a terminal.  Spouses can share terminals with retirees.  It is recommended that you have Microsoft Word Version 2000, or newer, to take maximum advantage of the Word Class.

For the WebCentral/E-mail class, you must come prepared with the following information:

l. Your DU ID# (located in the top left corner of your Pioneer Card or current DU computer account).

2.  DU Pin. Your Pin is a 6 digit number.  If you are uncertain of this number, contact the DU Human Resources office at 303-871-7420.

3. Your Angora password (the password you use to access your e-mail account).  If you are unsure of this password, contact the Help Desk at 303-871-4700.
