IES area studies courses in Spanish, and courses at 
Universidad Torcuato di Tella.  Internships and the 
service learning seminar are also an option for this 
program.  Advanced Honors students must complete 
an additional application and have at least a 3.2 GPA.  

All IES language and area studies courses are exclu-
sively for IES program participants, so are not inte-
grated with Argentine students. Advanced and Ad-
vanced Honors students do have the option of taking 
courses in Argentine universities with host country 
students. 

LOCATION : BUENOS AIRES, ARGENTINA 
Buenos Aires (pop. 13 million), capital of Argentina,

It is a cosmopoli-
tan city offering museums, galleries, music, and 
dance.  Argentina offers many opportunities for out-
door activities. 

HOUSING 
You may choose to live with a host family or in a stu-
dent residence hall in a double or triple room.  Both 
housing options include ten meals per week.  Since 
Buenos Aires is a large city, you should expect at least 
a 30-minute commute. 

ACTIVITIES 
Music and dance are centerpieces of the Argentine 
culture.  Fútbol (soccer in the U.S.) is a national pas-
time; horse racing, polo, and boxing are also popular 
sports.  Many opportunities for outdoor activities also 
exist in Argentina.  IES organizes several excursions as 
part of the program; possible locations include Chas-
cosmús, Colonia (Uruguay), La Rioja, Salta, Tierra del 
Fuego, and Tigre.

PROGRAM 
The University of Denver offers this program in coop-
eration with the Institute for the International Educa-
tion of Students (IES).  The IES Center is located in 
downtown Buenos Aires, and offers a strong lan-
guage program for students with beginning, interme-
diate, or advanced levels of Spanish.   

ACADEMICS 
The IES Buenos Aires program offers three language 
programs .  The Beginning program is intended for 
students with less than two years of university-level 
Spanish language.  These students will take 9 quarter 
credits of Spanish language and IES area studies 
courses  taught in English in fields such as political 
science, Latin American studies, and literature.  Lim-
ited courses taught in Spanish and internship options 
are also available.   

Students with at least two years of university-level 
Spanish may apply to the Advanced or the Advanced 
Honors programs.  Advanced program students take 
6 quarter credits of Spanish language, IES area studies 
courses in Spanish, and may take classes at the Uni-
versity of Buenos Aires and the Instituto Universitario 
Nacional de Arte.  Internships and a service learning 
seminar are also available. Students in the Advanced  
Honors program take a 6-quarter-credit Spanish class,
