LOCATION: CORK, IRELAND 
With a population of around 200,000, Cork is the sec-
ond largest city in Ireland and about half the size of 
Denver.  Cork is located on the south coast, 160 miles 
southwest of Dublin.  Cork rivals Dublin in the quality, 
if not the quantity, of its restaurants, pubs and clubs.  
Cork city buzzes with the energy and promise of a city 
on the rise and was even named the European Capital 
of Culture in 2005.  Cork is ideally situated at the head 
of the inlet of Cork Harbour with the sea just to the 
south, mountains, hills and river valleys to the north 
and east.  The city serves as a gateway to some of

HOUSING 
A large variety of housing is available in modern stu-
dent complexes, all of which are within walking dis-
tance of campus and the downtown area.  Most hous-
ing arrangements provide cooking facilities but no 
meal plan. 

ACTIVITIES 
The University has more than 100 clubs and societies 
with something to suit everyone.  There are also a 
number of sporting clubs and extensive sports facili-
ties on campus.  The city of Cork offers many opportu-
nities for entertainment including theatres, cinemas, 
music venues and jazz or film festivals.

PROGRAM 
Built around a beautiful stone-faced quadrangle, the 
University College Cork opened its doors to students 
in 1849 and became a constituent college of the Na-
tional University of Ireland in 1908.  There are more 
than 13,000 students at Cork ɂ2,000 of which are 
international studentsɂin eight faculties that include 
60 different departments.  As a visiting student, you 
will have access to most of these departments.  The 
university is located on beautifully wooded grounds 
about a 15-minute walk from the city center. 

ACADEMICS 
Academic offerings include:  archaeology, biology, 
chemistry, economics, English, European studies, folk-
lore, food science, geography, history, music, nutri-
tion, physics, policy, and sociology.  The engineering, 
mathematics, and statistics departments are only 
open to academic year study abroad students.  Intern-
ships are also available for most majors, including phi-
losophy.  The University of Cork has unique courses in 
Celtic studies and Gaelic language.  Cork offersɂat an

which is an intensive accredited class for international 
students that takes place prior to the start of regular 
term and includes several field trips around Ireland.
