PROGRAM 
Founded in 1451, the University of Glasgow is the second 
oldest university in Scotland and fourth oldest in the UK 
and enjoys an international reputation for its research and 
teaching.  With nearly 19,000 students, it is one of the 
largest universities in Britain.  Located in the west of Scot-
land from where it recruits 45 percent of its students, the 
university is a very international university, attracting stu-
dents from 80 countries worldwide.   

ACADEMICS 
As one of the largest universities in the UK, Glasgow of-
fers over 800 courses covering a wide range of topics, 
including accounting, anthropology, archaeology, art his-
tory, biomedical sciences, chemistry, classics, computer 
science, Earth sciences, economics, engineering, film and 
television, finance, geography, history, languages, law, 
literature, music, physics, politics, social policy, social 
work, sociology, theatre, theology, and urban studies.  It is 
important to note that mathematics, engineering, statis-
tics, and philosophy (levels one and two) are only avail-
able to academic year study abroad students.  The univer-
sity also has a partnership with The Glasgow School of Art 
(GSA) that permits one introductory studio course per 
term.  The University of Glasgow has organized a course 
specifically designed to familiarize students with the his-
