 To earn credit towards your degree, the institution or program must have accredited status or be approved by the DU Study Abroad Office.  
Consult with the Study Abroad Office on any questions regarding this requirement. 

 Courses must carry letter grades.  In the event that only pass/fail grades are given, such grades must be accompanied by a detailed 
explanation of the grading system involved.  For the University to accept Pass grades, the definition of Pass Ƴǳǎǘ ōŜ нΦл ά/έ ƻǊ ŀōƻǾŜ.  The 
course can only be accepted for elective credit. 

 Grades earned on DU programs or affiliated study abroad programs will appear on your academic transcript, but will not be figured into the 
cumulative GPA.  EXCEPTION:  Regular DU course listings offered within a faculty-led program will be figured into the cumulative GPA.  

 Credits earned on DU programs or affiliated study abroad programs are considered resident credits.  You must pass the class with a letter

When specific courses are not known in advance, or changes are made at the program 
site, approval should be secured upon arrival from the appropriate contacts at DU and shared with the Study Abroad Office.   

 You do not need to obtain approval for classes on DU faculty-led programs that have already been designated as CORE or Foundation courses 
(e.g., AHUM).  They will automatically appear as such on your APR.
