How to Help Your Student Help Themselves
See if they have answers to the following questions:
Do you have a current passport and do you need a visa?

Have you obtained an International Student Identity Card (ISIC)?

What are your travel plans?  Do you know how and when to make the arrangements?

Do you have health insurance as part of the program and do you know how to activate it?

Have you determined a budget?

How are you carrying your money?

Do you need to take items that are valuable or sentimental?

Have you read your acceptance materials and, if necessary, turned in the appropriate forms?

How will you communicate with me upon arrival and throughout the program?

What plans will you have in place for emergencies?

Do you have a list of family phone numbers with access codes for long distance dialing?

Have you made plans to get prescriptions?

Have you disclosed any of your needs for either physical disabilities or learning disabilities?

When should I visit you?  When is it least disruptive?

Do you understand the policies that follow you on your study abroad program, such as withdrawals and cancellations?

How will you negotiate living in a non-English speaking country?

Do you know the Study Abroad emergency mobile phone numbers?

Have you completed the study abroad pre-departure assessment survey and quiz?
