About DU Faculty-led Programs 
DU faculty-led programs are unique among DU study abroad programs. These programs enable you to go 
abroad with other DU students and with a DU faculty member.  During this term abroad with your peers and 
faculty, you will have the opportunity to develop lasting relationships which can continue to grow upon your 
return to Denver.  DU faculty-led programs strive to offer a blend of program structures, offering direct 
university leadership, while also involving local faculty.  Whether through a service learning project or a class 
taken with local students, you will be challenged to leave your comfort zone while having a piece of DU right 
there with you.     
 
Location 
London is the capital city of the United Kingdom and home to nearly eight million people.  Dr. Samuel Johnson 
once said, “When a man is tired of London, he is tired of life.”  This city is famed for its venerable monuments, 
splendid museums, royal palaces, magnificent parks, literary associations, exciting nightlife, and vibrant 
commerce.  The city is full of history, tradition, and quaint corners; yet it’s still the trend-setting, high-tech city 
of the United Kingdom.  London is a major business center and attracts people from all over the world.  It’s no 
secret that London is a convenient jumping-off point to the rest of Europe; four airports serve it and are home 
to several European discount airlines. 
  
Areas of Study 
This program includes four courses for 16 DU credits: two courses taught by the DU Faculty Resident Director, 
one course taught by DU adjunct faculty based in London on Art History or Shakespeare, and one course with 
local students at City University. See inside for more details.

Activities 
If you want to explore the city, London has it all.  From theatre to art galleries to pub life, there is always 
something going on in London.  You are encouraged to participate in the Student Union at City University 
which offers a huge variety of student groups ranging from intramural sports like soccer or sailing to personal 
interests like drama or Nordic sports.   
 
Accommodations 
You will live in apartments (flats) within the central region of London.  These flats are shared with fellow DU 
students and come equipped with kitchen facilities.  You will share a room with two other DU students on the 
program. 
  
Eligibility 
You must be in good academic and disciplinary standing at the University of Denver with a minimum GPA of 
3.0.  This is a competitive program.  Only 25 DU students per term can participate in the program.   
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2010 Fall Term in London Course Descriptions

Set Curriculum of 16 credit hours (18 credit hours for music majors) 
 

Professor Ann Dobyns is the 2010 Fall Term in London faculty Resident Director. Professor Dobyns brings the 
experience of having run this program twice before. Ann Dobyns is Professor of Rhetoric and Medieval Literature in 
the English Department.  She teaches classes on argument, writing theory, history of rhetoric, Chaucer, the Pearl 
Poet, and Malory, and is the author of several books. For more information on the program and Professor Dobyns,

ALL MAJORS (excluding music and theater students) – 16 credits 
 
Program’s Required Courses  

1. “CORE 2486 Chaucer's London” & “AHUM 1912 Exploring the Humanities” (8 credits: Mon & Wed mornings): 
This course is a study of the medieval London - the people, customs, and social order - by looking through the 
lens of the great satirist of the Fourteenth Century, Geoffrey Chaucer. We read a few of the Canterbury Tales 
and some medieval documents that give a fuller picture of medieval London. Our focus is on seeing the 
medieval origins of the modern city, and comparing the medieval cosmopolitan city with the cosmopolitan city 
of the early twenty-first century. In addition to reading original documents and secondary research on medieval 
London, we take trips to Canterbury, the medieval university towns of Oxford and Cambridge, the medieval 
cites of York and Norwich, the Museum of London, and learn about the historical significance of the Tower, 
Westminster Abbey, Guildhall, Inns of Court, and St. Bartholomew-the-Great. Each student will have the 
opportunity to explore the humanities in an area of his or her particular interest through conducting directed 
independent research. Instruction on the entire research process and methodology will be included. 
 

Choose One Course at City University of London (ABRD 9000; 4 credits; Time TBA) 
You are also required to choose one course taught at City University of London.  Courses are offered in the 
following areas: actuarial science, business finance and management, criminology, economics, journalism, 
mathematics, music, politics, psychology, and sociology (including media studies).  You may research course 
availability at the City University website:

Program’s Elective Courses (Choose One) 

Option 1. Shakespeare: Text, Performance and Material Culture (ENGL 2536 or THEA 2220; 4 credits; Tues & Thurs 
mornings)  
This course provides an introduction to Shakespeare’s plays and their relationship to Shakespeare’s stage and 
modern theatre stages.  It is taught at the world renowned Globe Theatre, and begins with an opportunity for 
you to see live productions.  Though not primarily a practical theatre course, some practical work will be 
encouraged and you will have the opportunity to present your own scenes on the Globe stage at the end of the 
term following scene work with professional actors and directors.  The course is suitable for all majors.   

OR 

Option 2. Art History in London (ARTH2910; 4 credits; Tues afternoons) 
This course offers a representative overview of the history of arts from Classicism to the present day.  Linda 
Bolton, an adjunct DU professor and native Londoner, uses the local art galleries as her classroom. You will 
study paintings and sculpture, first hand, within the many museums and galleries of London.  The course is both 
an introduction to the history of art and an attempt to see it as a product of the society in which it was created.

MUSIC MAJORS (Recommended for B.A. music majors and music minors) 
 
Fall Term in London Core Courses: “CORE 2486 Chaucer's London” & “AHUM 1912 Exploring the Humanities” (8 
credits) 
Described to the left. 
 
Music History at City University (4 credits, time TBA) 
Stay on track with your music degree by taking an engaging course at City University with local music students.  In 
the past, course offerings included “Mozart,” “The Impact of Wagner,” “Music Tradition of the Middle East,” and 
“Fact and Fiction: Representations of Composers.”  Many of these courses are taught by Cambridge-trained

Private Instrumental Instruction (4 credits, time TBA) 
The University of Denver will arrange private instructions in your instrument of choice with professional musicians 
from the Guildhall of London.  Lessons will be schedule around your other time commitments. 
 
Ensemble (2 credits, time TBA) 
You be further integrated with local students in your performance, which will be arranged by music faculty at City 
University.  Be ready to perform – auditions are necessary!  
 
Performance Attendance (Credits not applicable, see show listings for times) 
London has a vibrant music industry, which is known for its diversity and rich heritage.  London is replete with 
renowned and hallowed musical venues attracting not only the established musicians but also the promising young 
ones. Whatever be your musical inclinations, you are sure to come across one of your favorite musicians who might 
be performing in any of London's elite musical venues.
