 ELC Homestay Program

Please read below and sign before completing the application.

Costs:

(1) There is a one-time, non-refundable application fee of US$100.00, which is paid when submitting this application to the ELC.

(2) The cost of a homestay varies, but is generally about $600 a month, including meals (usually two per day). This is paid directly to the host family. You must adhere to payment guidelines established by the host family. Non-payment will result in removal from your placement, and from the Homestay Program. 

(3) It is recommended that you obtain a Renter’s Insurance policy. This will cover your possessions from loss or theft. This will generally cost about $15 a month.

(4) You must discuss with you host what other bills you may be required to pay. Utilities are usually included in the rent. However, most host families will require that you either pay for all long distance charges or purchase a calling card or mobile telephone. 

(5) Some host families may require a damage deposit that will be refundable at the end of your stay.

(6) You will not be able to work at a homestay for reduced rent. It is a violation of your visa.

About our Homestay Host Families:

(1) In the United States, a host family can have many forms. It can be a man and a wife (with or without children), or it could be a single individual with extra space in his/her home. Hosts can be young, or they can be older. 

(2) Our host families are carefully screened to ensure that they will be suitable. Some have been hosting international students for a very long time, and all of them enjoy the experience of hosting international students. They want to provide you with a safe, comfortable place to stay while you study.

(3) Each student is entitled to his/her own room, a desk, and a lamp. Many homes host more than one student.
(4) Broadband internet is rare and may not be in your home.  Most families have dial-up.
You may not have a homestay placement if:

(1) You currently have a signed contract with the dormitories. You will not be able to be released from this contract.

(2) You are under 18 years old.

(3) You are married or otherwise expect to live with a partner.

(4) You have previously been removed from the Homestay Program for violation of university or ELC policies.

(5) You have not been accepted into the ELC, or a special program affiliated with it.

(6) You are not willing to stay for at least one quarter.

About our Homestay Program:

(1) You are entitled to fair and decent treatment in clean and healthy living conditions.

(2) You are entitled to quiet and personal space to study and sleep.

(3) You are responsible for your own transportation to and from the ELC.

(4) Other than cleaning up after yourself, you are not responsible for chores and other duties.

(5) If you feel that your host family is violating any of these rules, it is your responsibility to report it to the ELC in writing for correction.
