Wiley is a school of 400 students with a diverse 

population.  Since 1982, the school has been 

designated as a magnet school with an international 

focus.  The program at Wiley is designed to develop 

an understanding of major technological, 

communications, and cultural systems that 

influence our global society.  Wiley has an 

extensive electives program that includes arts, 

technology, and five foreign languages (French, 

Spanish, Chinese, Japanese, and German).

Exploris Middle School is a small learning community with 60  students in each grade.  The curriculum at Exploris Middle School is designed through a combination of the North 
Carolina Standard Course of Study, student inquiry, and global issues. This curriculum is then executed through interdisciplinary global themes that last 6-12 weeks. The work is authentic,  adolescent-centered, and incorporates community resources.
