The Josef Korbel School is sufficiently small 

enough to ensure that your needs will be 

met, not only academically, but also in more 

casual intellectual and social settings. We’ll 

challenge you to examine your perceptions, 

whether through scholarly activities, in-

teractions with visiting world dignitaries,  

engaging seminars with international pro-

fessors or casual debates with faculty. About 

15 percent of our student body comes from 

outside the United States, representing 

more than several dozen countries. Many of 

our students have had careers in business, 

government, the military and international 

development. Our community represents 

the diversification, expansion of opportunity 

and global mixing of peoples.

Once you become a student at the Josef  

Korbel School, you don’t have to wait un-

til graduation to begin to impact change in 

the world. Our many student organizations 

provide opportunities for intellectual inter-

action, volunteerism and personal growth 

outside the classroom.

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In addition, you’ll have numerous opportuni-

ties for study abroad. While some quarter, 

semester, or year-long opportunities may be 

available, most graduate study abroad takes 

place during the summer or interterm periods. 

For example, the five-credit course “Culture 

and Politics in Central America” takes place 

during the winter interterm in Costa Rica. The 

eight-week Summer Program in Jerusalem im-

merses participants in the political dynamics 

and human rights issues of the Israeli-Palestin-

ian conflict.
