
Partners in Scholarship - Fall Quarter 2007

Partners in Scholarship (PINS) supports undergraduate student and faculty partnerships.  The goals of the program include enriching the experience of discovery for undergraduates, enhancing the mentoring relationship between students and faculty, and advancing the academic quality of undergraduate education.
Students should write their own proposals in close cooperation with the faculty partner.  Student partners should explain:

· What is the question you hope to answer?  Provide a project overview.

· Why are you undertaking the project?

· How does the project relate to your goals?

· What is your methodology?

· What is your timeline?

· What are your role and the role of your faculty partner?

· What background do you have that prepares you for this project?

· Provide a detailed budget.
RULES: 
Students need to justify all requested funds (up to $1500) in the proposal.

The proposal must be written in such a way and with suitable terminology to be understood by academics from a broad range of disciplines (e.g., the PINS Committee).

Award money must be spent during the project period which is defined as the quarter for which the PINS grant is made.

Partnerships may support undergraduate research for a senior thesis or presentation as well as exploratory or experimental projects with less formal outcomes. The PINS program will not support projects without a research component. 
All undergraduates may apply. Partnerships involving two or more students or faculty, and proposals connecting several disciplines are encouraged. 
In the event of a multiple student project, each student must submit an application stating his/her personal contribution to the project and is eligible to receive $1500.
Applicants understand that products generated through this grant will be considered the result of “substantial University assistance” subject to the university’s intellectual property guidelines.

Former PINS recipients may apply for funding for a different project; however, the Committee tries to give as many applicants as possible the chance to receive PINS funding at least once.

Faculty partners should support no more than three PINS applications in any given quarter.

a two-page, 12-point font proposal:  set forth the scope and duration of the project, its relation to current scholarship or work within your discipline, and expected outcomes.  Precisely define the research problem or creative endeavor.  How is it new (i.e., how does it fill a gap in existing knowledge or the extant body of creative works, why is it important to fill that gap)?  What is the specific research method(s) that will be used and why is it likely to succeed?    What will be the final product(s) of the project?  How will you present your work at the Research Symposium?  Proposals longer than two pages will not be considered.  Describe your project so that someone outside of your discipline will understand it.

If your project involves human subjects (this includes surveys, interviews, observation of public behavior, etc.), you must complete and submit an “Application to the Institutional Review Board (IRB) for the Protection of Human Subjects” form.  Complete the IRB form in consultation with your faculty partner and submit it to the IRB when you submit your PINS application.  IRB applications are available at http://www.du.edu/osp/irb.html.  If your project is selected for PINS, PINS funding will be contingent on IRB approval.

a detailed project budget: describing the estimated expenses, identifying the amount requested from PINS and the funds contributed from departments (including Honors) or other sources.  This proposal and budget should be written in consultation with faculty partners.  The amount requested from PINS should not exceed $1500 for expenses.  Travel expenses may be included if justified for the project.  Be as specific as possible; a vague or general budget will not be funded.  Please give justification for purchasing any item in your budget that is not “consumable” during the project.  If funding for equipment is requested, this equipment becomes property of the department or the specific faculty partner’s lab for use in further research.  Specify what will happen to non consumables upon the completion of your project.

Your faculty partner must submit a letter of endorsement addressing these items: (a) the quality 

of the project; (b) the student’s preparation for undertaking it, including comments about the student’s academic achievement as it relates to the project; and, (c) the faculty member’s intended role in the partnership.   This should be sent as a Word document (PDF is not acceptable) by your faculty partner directly to urc@du.edu.
